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Etude Allegro is one of those rare pieces which 
has almost no upper limit of speed, provided of course 
that the performer has sufficient technical command 
to keep all clear and rhythmically exact. A modest 
base tempo to aim for would be the quarter note 
equaling 120 on the metronome. Tempo increments 
on top of that will only add to the excitement of the 
piece. Etude Allegro is also a popular bridal 
procession song.
